CCO report 

The county coaching numbers have increased to 19 and will reach 21 in late March. Most are now working with the coaching group. The spread of coaches has also improved with coaches in 8 clubs (versus 5 at the time of last report). We are still far short of 1 coach in every club, and half of the coaches are concentrated in one of 3 nodes. Fortunately, these are well placed to support surrounding clubs. 

The new Cambridgeshire L1 course will start in May and cost £240 per head. Tuition will take place over 3 days in May and assessment will take place in June. At the time of writing, some of the places will be allocated to local schools in partnership with LivingSport. Prospective candidates have contact the CCO from London, Oxford and Sussex as well as some interest from within CAA. 

I attended the SCAS RCO meeting on 19 Feb. 2011. A lengthy unofficial account of the meeting was delivered to the CACG meeting on 21 Feb. Coach Administration support will improve at Archery GB as new office staff comes on board. Coaches in clubs that are not affiliated to county and region will no longer automatically receive support from either in terms of CPD or renewals. They will be referred to the NCO (Ed.) who will set a support fee in consultation with the counties and regions. Lapsed coaches within clubs are encouraged to renew but the sooner they do, the more palatable the process. 

Please be careful who you use to perform coaching within your clubs. Clubs should avoid taking unnecessary risks by using unlicensed coaches including lapsed former coaches, archery leaders etc. who have no official standing within ArcheryGB or their insurance scheme. The CRB requirements for coaches will not change with the recent announcements of changes to CRB checks. 

The CACG/ARU workshop has been very well received. It was 50% full within 24 hours of advertising the event and is now full. There will be a good mix of coaches and archers present at the event, with some participation from neighbouring counties. This event is subsidised by SCAS coaching funds. 

Structured junior coaching sessions are to be implemented by the coaching group (dates to be decided). Requests for adult sessions should be sent via the county website address. Clubs should be willing to pay coaches out of pocket expenses.

CAA Treasurer’s report for CAA Meeting Wednesday, 2nd March

CAA funds
(This total does not include a cheque for £8.00, which has currently not been credited to the county account by TSB Lloyds. This is an issue that I have inherited from Linda and, unless she has heard anything from the TSB regarding the cheque in the last few weeks, I will query it next time I am visiting the bank.

At the present time, I cannot identify the cheque, as there were three for £8.00 that were paid in on the day in question. If the bank is not helpful, I will approach each of the three suppliers to try to identify it, in the hope that the bank has not cashed it.) 

Since taking over in October, I have received the total of £258.00 in CAA/SCAS affiliation fees, of which I have forwarded the amount of £61.00 to SCAS. This is up to and including the 25th February, 2011.

These figures do not include any monies which have been sent directly to SCAS by some of the clubs since GNAS changed the process in September. I will send out an email to all of the club secretaries, reminding them that all fees need to be paid to me, and then forwarded to SCAS. Development Coordinator Report

LIVING SPORT support Cambridgeshire Archery development

The county sports partnership, LIVING SPORT, is looking to support the development of archery across the county so that more young people have the opportunity to become involved in the sport.

Over the past year a number of our School Sport Partnerships (SSP’s) within the county have established that archery is one of the highest requested sports in secondary schools. We would like to support the development so that this interest can be utilised for long term development success.

LIVING SPORT are looking to support Archery GB and the county association by working in partnership to support local clubs and schools to establish ‘School to Club’ links across Cambridgeshire & Peterborough over the next couple of years.

The key principles of the partnership would be as follows.

The clubs would be expected to:

· Identify a key individual to act as a link person between the club and the school.

· To identify a suitable qualified and CRB checked coach (es) to support the delivery of our of school hours sessions.

· To ensure that the club maintain a suitable membership policy that does not discriminate against any individuals attracted to archery through the work undertaken from joining the club.

The schools will be expected to:

· Identify a key individual to act as a link person between the club and the school.

· Work with an identified local club to promote archery out of school hour’s programmes/sessions.

· Promote and encourage students to continue their involvement in the sport by attending the club sessions.

LIVING SPORT will:

· Identify and communicate a suitable contact within the school for the club to work with.

· Provide a suitable amount of equipment to each projects engagement phase to aid the delivery of taster/beginner sessions.

· To support the clubs to access ‘Sportivate’ funding (Sportivate is part of ‘Places People Play’ London 2012 mass participation plan) to help contribute towards the coaching cost and promotion of taster sessions.

· To provide information, advise and support to clubs in accessing further local and national funding for required development projects.

·  To work with and support clubs through the Club Mark process.

Both LIVING SPORT and the county association would like to move this development forward so that we can establish some delivery of taster sessions to young people for after Easter.

My report as development co-ordinator covers 2 aspects:

1. Club Development. Four clubs in the county have registered for the Archery GB "ontarget" programme. Jolly Archers  have already received a small grant under this scheme.
 I together with representatives of 2 of these clubs will be meeting Arran Coggan, the Archery GB Club Development manager on 1 March to discuss the way forward.
 I will report the outcome to the committee.

2.Support for Schools and young people. I am working with Living Sport ( Cambs/Peterborough CSP) to establish a programme in our area.
 Initially aimed at the 5 specialist sports colleges we are seeking a practical way forward. A substatial amount of kit is available for participating schools/clubs.
The CSP objectives are in the attached document, which is also available on the CAA website.
